Election of National Council.

Motion from Tim Gopsill – Title of Organisation
This AGM considers that the CPBF’s title is dated, dull and difficult, and resolves that the organisation will adopt a new one.

 

It instructs the National Council to complete the change by the end of 2010 and hold some kind of relaunch event or conference early next year.

 

The NC should consult as widely as possible through the organisation and confirm the final choice through an email vote covering all NC members and all others attending this AGM.

 

The AGM asks the NC to consider the following points in its discussions:

 

1. Limiting the media specified in the title to press and broadcasting is no longer appropriate it should either embrace online and digital media or make no reference to specific media.

 

2. The possibility of reverting to the original title “Campaign for Press Freedom” if it considers the term can be taken to refer to all media.

 

3. The difficulties raised by the term “free press” in a society where formal and legal restraints on publication are few but corporate and commercial pressures considerable, and the possibility of using “independent” rather than “free” as the state of media to which we aspire.

 

4. The possibility of indicating other qualities of such media, such as “diverse” or “open” or “democratic” or “accountable”.

 

5. The possibility of a two-tier name, allowing the title to be kept short, followed by an explanatory phrase, such as (only for example) “FREE THE PRESS – for independent, diverse and accountable media”.
